Jacobs School of Music from Poland, where
he received a master’s degree from the Music
Academy in Lodz, in 2006. He is currently
pursuing a performance diploma in voice, un-
der the tutelage of Timothy Noble. “I came to
the Jacobs School of Music because I wanted
to study in one of the best music schools in
the world,” says Witkowski. “This scholarship
is a great help for me and, thanks to
Dr. Carmack’s kindness and financial sup-
port, I am able to fulfill my dreams of study-
ing here.”

Being a Friends of Music Scholarship
recipient allows Witkowski to focus on his
studies, as well as prepare for upcoming
auditions.
