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program that talent is everywhere—
“that everybody is capable, given the 
opportunity,” she said.  
	 “Some of (the kids) have the 
potential to be really good leaders. 
They are self-assured,” she said. 
“If steered in the wrong direction, 
it could be disastrous. I feel that’s 
what’s really special about this project.”  
	 Heise thinks just being introduced 
to something out of the ordinary to the 
students has been crucial for them: It 
can show them there are things in life—
things about which they previously may 
not have thought—that that they might 
really enjoy, she said.  
	 “Their interest is piqued,” she said. 
	 Dean Richards hopes the program will 
encourage the children to ask themselves, 
“If I can do this, what else can I do?”•
